THE HARYANA MUNICIPAL (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2022

further to amend the Haryana Municipal Act, 1973.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Haryana in the Seventy-third Year of the
Republic of India as follows:-

1. This Act may be called the Haryana Municipal (Amendment) Act, 2022.

2. For section 128 of the Haryana Municipal Act, 1973 (hereinafter called the principal Act),
the following section shall be substituted, namely:-

“128. Place/premises not to be used for certain purposes without licence.- (1)
No person shall use or permit to be used any place/premises for any of the following
purposes without or otherwise than in conformity with the terms of a licence granted by the

Committee in this behalf, namely:-

(a) keeping horses, cattle or other quadruped animals or birds for transportation,
sale or hire or for sale of the produce thereof;

(b)  any other purpose, as specified by the Government as dangerous to life, health
or property or likely to create a nuisance.

(2) The Committee may impose such other conditions while granting licence, as it may
deems necessary.

(3)  Whoever without a licence uses any place/premises or contravene any of the conditions
of licence shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term upto six months or with a fine which
shall not be less than one thousand rupees but not more than five thousand rupees and with a further
fine of one hundred rupees for every day during which the offence is continued.”.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

1. The provisions of trade/business license have been made in the Haryana Municipal Act, 1973 (Act No. 24 of 1973)
on the pattern of Punjab Municipal Act, 1911. Relevant Sections of the Haryana Municipal Act, 1973 provide
the provisions relating to obtaining trade/business licenses and renewal thereof on yearly basis. Presently, all the
Municipal Councils and Municipal Committees have the powers to fix rates of license fees after passing
resolutions in their respective House Meetings. This practice has created anomalies in imposing trade license
fees across the Municipalities of the State at variance with each other which is creating confusion among the
public.Further, Municipal Councils and Municipal Committees are imposing licence fees on various trades even
where trade licence is not mandatory.

2. It is inevitable to create uniformity in the trade license fees and make it uniform throughout all the Municipal
Councils and Municipal Committees in the State. Besides, the business activities being carried out now have
gone through a huge transformation as compared to trade/business activities which were being carried out during
the year 1911. Municipality was the only Regulatory Authority at that time but now many Regulatory Authorities
are in place such as Pollution Control Board, Industrial Safety & Health under the Factories Act, 1948 etc.
Inflammable articles are also regulated under separate statute by the designated authority. As such, there is no
justification to issue licences by the municipalities for such type of businesses which are regulated by other
statutory authorities. Hence, the following steps are incumbent upon the Government to be taken up on urgent
basis :-

. Uniformity in trade/business license fee structure;

. Empowering the Government to notify any purpose that is dangerous to life, health or property or likely
to create a nuisance and fixation of period for renewal of trade licence; and

. To omit/delete obsolete trade/business activities and eliminate the multiplicity of regulating authorities.

3. To ensure uniformityin the applicability of trade licences by restricting it to statutory activities as well as for the
purposes which are specified by the Government as being dangerous to life, health or property or likely to create
a nuisance and making similar provisions in this regard in both the Acts viz., Haryana Municipal Act, 1973 and
Haryana Municipal Corporation Act, 1994, amendments are required to be carried out in the Haryana Municipal
Act, 1973. This will be helpful in easing business practices in urban areas by eliminating the multiplicity of
regulating authorities.

4. Hence, it is necessary to carry out amendments in the Haryana Municipal Act, 1973 (Act No. 24 of 1973) by
way of enacting the Haryana Municipal (Amendment) Bill, 2022.
